Duties

e Use avariety of resources to appeal to diverse learning styles.

e Use avariety of techniques that engage students in learning.

e Beresponsive to student learning by adjusting lessons and responding to student questions and interests.

e Provide specific and timely feedback to students.

e Track and keep accurate records of each student’s progress.

e Plan based on assessment of each student’s skill level.
